


Dual Monitor Arm Assembly Instructions

Clamp Mounting

Make sure the surface is stable before mounting any clamp base or grommet base monitor arm. If you want to change the LCD monitor, be sure to ALWAYS adjust the spring arm to the lowest force setting. If you do not, the spring arm may suddenly move upward when the monitor is removed. Do not attempt to disassemble or service the spring arm.

COMPONENTS
Riser with Clamp Extension Arm Spring Arm Quick Release Base Cushion M4 Monitor Screws M2.5/M5 Dual Adapter
Monitor Mount Hex Keys
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STEP 1 STEP 2 STEP 3

Place the monitor face down on a flat surface. Make sure not to scratch the monitor screen.

Attach the Monitor Mount (part D) to the back of the monitor using a Phillips screwdriver and
the M4 screws provided (part F).

The Monitor Mount (part D) is designed to fit the
industry standard VESA 75mm & 100mm
hole patterns.

Repeat Step 1 for the other monitor.

2a - Adhere the Base Cushion (part E) to underside of the Riser {part A).

2b - Tighten to desktop in the desired location using the turn knob.

Insert the Dual Adapter (part H) into the Riser {(part A). Insert the Extension Arms {part B) into the
Dual Adapter (part H). Using the M2.5 Hex Key {part G), tighten the set screw on the Riser (part A)
and on the Dual Adapter (part H) to desired tension.

STEP 4

Insert the Spring Arms {part C) into the Extension Arms (part B). Using the M2.5 Hex Key (part G),
tighten the set screws on the Extension Arms (part B) to desired tension.

Run the monitor cables through the built-in clip in the Spring Arm (part C) and the slide-off/on
wire manager of the Extension Arms {part B).. Make sure the cables are not pulled tight. There
should be some sag in the cables to allow the arm to freely move without being restricted by the
cables.

STEP 5
Slide the monitor mounts {part D) onto the Spring Arms (part C).

You can run the monitor wires through the wire managers located
on the Spring Arm {part C) and the Extension Arm {part B).
Slide off the bottom side of the Extension Arm (part B) to
place wires. Make sure the cables are not pulled tight. There
should be some sag in the cables to allow the arm to freely
move without being restricted by the cables.

STEP 6

Using the M5 Hex Key (part G), turn the weight adjustment screw on the Spring Arm (part C)
in the appropriate direction to increase or decrease the supporting weight.
